The Buttercross is 
at the heart of the town and 
offers fantastic views from 
the first floor of the listed 
buildings of Broad Street 
and to the Broadgate arch, 
which is a significant remnant 
of the ancient town walls.

The Buttercross is a grade 
I listed building dating 
from 1743 and home 
to Ludlow Museum. 

Exhibits include a depiction 
of Ludlow’s unique geology, 
ancient treasures such as 
the Bitterley Hoard, and the 
history of Ludlow’s Medieval 
Castle & splendid  
St Laurence’s Church, a hidden 
gem concealed within the 
centre of Ludlow - accessed 
only by a narrow foot path 
close to the Buttercross.

Ludlow Castle dates from 
1089 and can be found just 
beyond Ludlow market. 
The wonderful outdoor 
market trades all year round 
on Mondays, Wednesdays, 
Fridays & Saturdays and 
most Sundays and Thursdays 
throughout the year.
